The deadline for teams entering the MUYL is Friday 20th August 2010. NO ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER THIS DATE.

The league will start on Saturday 4th September and teams must have sufficient players registered prior to this date otherwise they will FORFEIT their opening game and the points will be awarded to their opponents. Teams can sign up to a maximum of 22 players until the initial deadline of Monday 1st November 2010 and thereafter a` transfer window` will  reopen during the entire month of JANUARY. (NO SIGNINGS WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER 31ST JANUARY 2011) 

Registration process requires that teams wishing to sign present players should  complete the Registration Form and return along with 2009/10 Player ID Card, teams that are signing new players should also complete the Registration Form and return along with 2 passport size photographs and a PASSPORT or BIRTH CERTIFICATE. (PHOTOCOPIES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED)

A maximum of TWO cancellations will be premitted for each team during the season provided the fixture secretary is notified by no later than the  WEDNESDAY prior to the game. Any team that cannot fulfill a fixture after the Wednesday deadline will FORFEIT the match result and may also be liable for the FULL PITCH FEE. If a team cannot field on the SATURDAY they will be liable for the FULL PITCH FEE and the REFEREES EXPENSES. In such circumstances FAILURE TO GIVE PROIR NOTICE to the fixture secretary will also incure a FINE of £100.

On match days a team official must ensure that their Official Team Cards are filled in (NOT IN PENCIL) with PLAYERS FULL NAME and PLAYER ID numbers along with all other relevant details. Managers should exchange Player ID Cards prior to the match and once satisfied as to the eligibility of the opposing players both managers MUST sign both their own and their opponents Team Cards which should then be given to the referee. After the game managers should collect their card from the referee and post it to the Registrations Secretary.

Failure to return Official Team Cards to the Registrations Secretary by the Thursday after the game will result in a FINE of £10.

Failure by the HOME NAMED TEAM to text the match result to the Registrations Secretary by 5 PM latest on the match day will result in a fine of £5.

Failure by a team to pay a referee on match day will result in that amount being added to their next pitch hire invoice and a FINE of £15 will also be imposed.

Persistent offenders may be liable for further disciplinary action as deemed necessary through the MUYL Committee.

Pitch hire invoices which will include any fines will be emailed to CLUB contacts at the beginning of each month and MUST be paid within 30 days. Failure to settle payment with the league within the allocated time will result in that CLUBS` fixtures being suspended and results FORFEITED to the opposition.

If for any reason a CLUB CONTACT changes during the 2010/11 season that club must inform the MUYL immediately and provide up to date details of the new contact person.

Players receiving THREE yellow cards will be SUSPENDED for ONE match which will automatically be the NEXT fixture that takes place following the third caution.

Players receiving a RED card will be SUSPENDED for ONE match which will automatically be the NEXT fixture that takes place following the sending off.

The MUYL Committee reserve the option to increase the lenght of suspensions for persistent offenders or regarding the nature of an incident following receipt of the referees report or a letter of protest.
